This year’s program will continue to provide opportunities for your juniors to receive
instruction, get on the golf course, and compete. There are programs for every skill level,
from complete beginner to those who aspire to play high-level competitive golf.

The core of the program will revolve around the US Kids Golf Player Pathway
development model for all on-course play and development. The program is designed to
mix kid friendly instruction with on course play. The curriculum includes skills tests in
five core areas for the player to pass before progressing to the next level. Players earn
achievement pins as they advance through the booklet in each area.
