District of Columbia Relaxes
Coronavirus Restrictions

Mayor Muriel Bowser has released a situational update on her Covid-19 Action Plan that
walks back masking and vaccination card requirements in the District of Columbia:

Highlights of the changes include:

*  Asof March 1, 2022, masks will no longer be required in many private estab-
lishments

*  As of February 15, 2022, indoor venues will no longer be required to verify
that patrons are vaccinated.

COVID Data Tracker shows that as of February 10, 2022, about 213.4 million people, or
64.3% percent of the total U.S. population, have received a primary series of a COVID-19
vaccine. The CDC continues to encourage booster shots for vaccinated individuals and
recommends mask wearing when social distancing is not an option.
